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The Department of Art History and Art offers opportunities to study art history, both Western

and non-Western; to participate in a broad range of studio offerings; to pursue state teacher

licensure in art education; and to engage in pre-professional museum training. All art programs
are significantly enhanced by close interaction with and access to the facilities of cultural
institutions located in University Circle, particularly the Cleveland Museum of Art and the

Cleveland Institute of Art.

Many art history classes are held in the Cleveland
Museum of Art, one of the most renowned
comprehensive art museums in the country.
Courses are occasionally offered by the museum
curators, who hold adjunct appointments in the
department. Assignments and projects typically
focus on objects in the Cleveland Museum of Art
or other nearby art museums, allowing students
to develop their skills of visual analysis and
academic research through original works in the
museums’ superb collections.

DEPARTMENT HIGHLIGHTS

Undergraduate students have served as
interns at the Cleveland Museum of Art,
helping to produce exhibitions and exhibition
catalogs. The art history program produces
more graduates who go into museum work
than any other art history program in the
country.

Art history faculty member Constantine
Petridis holds a joint appointment with the
Cleveland Museum of Art, while art history
faculty member David Carrier has a joint
appointment with the Cleveland Institute
of Art.

Undergraduates in the art education program
pursue studio coursework through the
Cleveland Institute of Art, allowing them

to study in a highly acclaimed studio art
environment.

Case students who minor in art studio and
photography take their course of study in a
newly renovated, spacious, state-of-the-art
facility neighboring one of the city’s most
vibrant, artistic districts.

Case undergraduate art education majors take
more studio courses than most art majors at
other universities.

Art education graduate students are respon-
sible for a public thesis art exhibition in the
program gallery.

The Art for Lunch series features talks by
department faculty, students, museum
curators and faculty from other institutions.
The series is free and open to the public.

In addition to undergraduate degrees, the
department offers the following advanced
degrees: M.A. in art history, M.A. in art history
and museum studies, Ph.D. in art history;
Ph.D. in art history and museum studies;

and an M.A. in art education, Plan | studio

art emphasis or Plan Il teacher licensure
program.



DEGREE REQUIREMENTS AND
COURSE OFFERINGS

The B.A. degree in art history requires 36
hours of coursework including ARTH 101 and
102 (Art History | and II), and ARTH 396 (Majors
Seminar). At least six credit hours must be taken
at the 200 level; at least 15 hours must be taken
at the 300 level. One approved art studio course
is also required. Foreign language study is highly
recommended.

The B.A. degree in pre-architecture may be
chosen only as a second major. The double
major is required so that the perspectives
provided by this interdisciplinary program may
be complemented by a concentrated disciplinary
experience. The major consists of 30 credit
hours, 15 of which are in required courses and
the remainder of which are approved elective
courses. Required courses: ARTS 302 and

303 (Architecture and City Design | and II),
ARTH 101 and 102 (Art History | and II), and
ARTS 106 (Creative Drawing I). The 15 hours of
electives are selected from three groups.

The B.S. degree in art education with teacher
licensure requires 123 credit hours and is
designed to educate professional teachers of

art who are also competent, creative artists.
Upon successful passing of Praxis Il exams in

Art Content and Principles of Learning and
Teaching, students will be recommended to the
Ohio Department of Education for pre-K-12
Visual Art Licensure and may teach art within the
public schools of Ohio and over 40 reciprocating
states. This program is conducted jointly by Case
and the Cleveland Institute of Art. Admission
requires application to Case and submission

of an art portfolio to CIA; credentials must be
acceptable to both institutions. Academic work
is taken at Case, and studio courses at CIA.

SPECIAL ACADEMIC PROGRAMS

Departmental honors

Majors who wish to earn the B.A. degree with
honors in art history must make written applica-
tion to the department chair no later than the
fall semester of their senior year. Departmental
honors are awarded upon fulfillment of the
following requirements: a GPA of at least 3.5 in
the major and an honors thesis that receives a

grade of A.

Junior year abroad

Full-time students with a 3.0 grade point average
in the college are eligible to apply for the Junior
Year Abroad. Thirty semester hours of credit may
be earned through study at an established foreign
university or in foreign study programs offered by
accredited American universities. Programs require
approval of the student's major advisor and the
appropriate dean's office.

Undergraduate research
Undergraduate students, both majors in art
history and non-majors, may choose to pursue
research on defined topics in art history with
the consent of and under the supervision of
members of the Department of Art faculty.
Familiarity with a foreign language is
recommended but not necessary.

INTEGRATED GRADUATE STUDIES

This program allows qualified undergraduates
majoring in art history or art education to
simultaneously complete requirements for both
the master’s and bachelor’s degrees, beginning

in the senior year. Interested students should note
the general requirements in the General Bulletin,
and consult the department for further information.

FACILITIES

The Cleveland Museum of Art gives students access
to permanent collections and to a rotating schedule
of exhibitions. The museum's Ingalls Library is the
fourth largest art museum library in the country,
housing more than 300,000 volumes, including
major art periodicals and auction catalogues. In
addition, the museum's Photograph Study Collection
hosts more than 6.4 million images. In 2002, the Art
Studio Building, located on the Case campus, was
renovated to serve as a new home for both the art
studio and art education programs. The three-story
complex features an art gallery that showcases the
work of students, faculty and other artists.

RECENT GRADUATES

A recent survey of post graduation plans among
graduates of the College of Arts and Sciences
found that 55 percent went on to graduate or
professional school and the remainder pursued
other plans.

Graduates of this program pursue careers as
pre-K-12 art teachers in public and private
schools, serve as art educators and instructors
in art museums, work as professional artists,
become artists-in-residence for local communi-
ties and teach at the college level.

The art history program produces more gradu-
ates who go into museum work than any other
art history program in the country.
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
