


Undergraduate courses include several levels of 
acting technique (contemporary and classical); 
dance techniques (modern and ballet); stage-
craft; improvisation; scenic and lighting design; 
playwriting and screenwriting; directing; and 
voice. In addition to performance training, the 
department offers an array of courses in theater 
history, dance and theater in a cultural context 
and dramatic literature.

All majors are encouraged to apply to Honors 
Studies, THTR 397 and 398, in their �nal year. 
This adds 6 hours to the total.

SPECIAL ACADEMIC PROGRAMS

Departmental honors
Majors wishing to take a Bachelor of Arts degree 
with honors in theater must make written appli-
cation to the Director of Undergraduate Theater 
Studies no later than May 1 of the junior year. 
Students must have a minimum 3.25 overall 
grade point average and a minimum 3.75 grade 
point average in theater. 

Acceptance into the honors program is contin-
gent upon faculty support and recommenda-
tion by the Director of Undergraduate Theater 
Studies and the department chairperson. Those 
accepted must register for THTR 397 and 398 
(Honors Studies) during their senior year, a total 
of 6 hours. 

The honors project is de�ned as a production 
project in acting, design, playwriting, directing, 
management/outreach or dance. A supporting 
paper discussing the concept, execution, and 
performance of the project must be �led with 
the Director of Undergraduate Theater Studies 
no later than one week after the project presen-
tation. Preparation of the project will be super-
vised by a theater department faculty member. 

This project may be accepted for honors only 
if it receives a grade of A from both the project 
advisor and the Director of Undergraduate 
Theater Studies. The grade of A must be 
received both semesters. Students who qualify 
will receive the notation �Departmental Honors 
in Theater� on their diplomas. Information about 
the structure and speci�c requirements of the 
honors project is available from the Director of 
Undergraduate Theater Studies.

The Marc A. Klein Playwriting Award
The department serves as the production agency 
for the Marc A. Klein Playwriting Competi-
tion, an annual national award designed to 
encourage and stimulate artistic growth among 
student playwrights, which features a cash prize 
of $1,000 and a full mainstage production. The 
Klein award has been responsible for the pre-
professional production of a number of scripts 
that have moved on to Broadway, off-Broadway
and regional theaters.

National Theater Institute
The Department of Theater and Dance has an 
af�liation with the National Theater Institute 
(NTI), located in Waterford, Connecticut, for 
both their Moscow semester and the semester 
at NTI. This prestigious program gives Case 
students the opportunity to be exposed to the 
best in concentrated theater training, as well 
as providing a different and unique cultural 
perspective.

Junior year abroad
Many theater students study abroad for either 
one semester at the British American Drama 
Academy (BADA) program, or a full year in 
several other programs. The BADA program is 
a conservatory-based intensive experience in all 
aspects of actor training. Dance students may 
take advantage of opportunities to study abroad 
with the London Contemporary School of Dance 
and Yildiz University in Istanbul, Turkey.

RECENT GRADUATES
Actor education prepares majors for careers in 
the American theater and theater education. 
Graduates are currently performing at profes-
sional regional repertory theaters across the 
country, working as top voice-over performers in 
New York City, and writing and producing major 
�lms in Hollywood. Theater graduates are also 
working in arts management positions at major 
regional repertory theaters.

Employment opportunities for stage designers 
and technicians are ample, and demand for 
talented, well-trained designers and technicians 
is steady. Students pursue careers in regional 
theater as well as in �lm, television, and indus-
trial scenic design. Graduates are working at 
professional lighting companies and serve as 
technical directors and designers in theaters 
around the country.

Graduates of the dance program are currently 
employed as modern dance company members, 
regionally and nationally; company directors/
choreographers; dance production managers; 
and dance educators in public and private 
universities. Others have pursued specialized 
advanced training and work as dance therapists.

Ninety-eight percent of B.A. graduates in theater 
and dance go on to further study in theater arts 
and related �elds. Recent examples of schools/
programs attended: Yale, M.A. in arts manage-
ment; Southern Methodist University, M.A./
M.B.A. in arts management; Brown University 
and Trinity Repertory, M.F.A. in acting; Columbia 
School of Communications.
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
